The show is held and judged under the rules and regulations of 
The American Iris Society (AIS).  Official rules and regulations of 
the AIS must be followed. 

   

2. Exhibition privileges are available to all persons, and are not lim-
ited  to members of AIS or The Permian Basin Iris Society. 

                       

3. Entries will be received in the Music City Mall, Saturday, April 
25, 2009, between the hours of 7:00 and 10:30 A.M. Any entries 
received after 10:30 A.M. will be marked FOR DISPLAY ONLY 
and will not be judged. 

                

4. All entries must be correctly identified, labeled and properly en-
tered under AIS entry cards. 

 

5. Judges who exhibit may not judge any division in which they or a 
family member exhibit. 

 

6. Only the Judges, Show Clerks, Show Chair, and President of 
PBIS will be allowed in the show area during judging of entries. 

 

7. Exhibits must be removed by 5:00 P.M. on the day of the show. 
 

8. AIS, PBIS and Music City Mall assume no responsibility for dam-
age to or loss of property. 
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1. This is a varietal show staged alphabetically in each section, and 

each variety is a class.  Exhibitors are limited to one entry in Sec-
tion H. (English Boxes) and one entry per group in Section I, 
(Collections).  An exhibitor may enter only one specimen per variety, but 
may enter as many varieties as wanted in Division I (Sections A.-G.). 

 

2. Judging will be according to rules and standards of the AIS. 

 

3. All Horticulture Exhibits must have been grown, groomed, and entered 
in person by the exhibitor whose name appears on the entry tag. 

 

4. All registered and introduced varieties must be correctly named. The En-
try Committee is not responsible for naming the iris.  If an iris is unidenti-
fied, it may be FOR DISPLAY ONLY. 

 

5. All horticulture entries, except English Boxes, will be placed by the 
Placement Committee. 

 

6. Seedlings must be identified by the hybridizer’s name and the seedling 
name and/or number, if it has been registered but not introduced. 

 

7. Containers for Horticulture entries will be furnished by WTIS. 

 

8. English Box: Six different named varieties, correctly labeled will be 
used.  Irises exhibited will be of one type iris (i.e. all Tall Bearded, all 
Louisiana, all Dutch, etc.) One box per person and it must be reserved 
by April 1, 2009.

Designs may be made by any amateur arranger, and 
 need not be members of AIS or WTIS. 
2. An exhibitor may make only one entry per class, but  may 
 enter as many classes as desired. 
3. Designs must be made and placed In each class by  the     
    exhibitor. Plant material need not have been grown by the       

                   exhibitor. No florist flowers allowed. 
4. All  exhibits  competing  for  AIS  awards  must  have  iris  as  the 
 main plant material. 
5.  Other fresh cut plant material and/or dried material may be used 

in any combination. Dry material may be treated. 
6. No artificial plant material or embellishment of fresh plant 
 material is permitted. 
7. Accessories, bases and special staging permitted in all classes. 
8.  Designs should not exceed 24 inches in width. 
 

9.  Nationally accredited Flower Show Judges will judge the  show.  
   The decisions of the judges will be final.

3. The board and entire display must not exceed 38” x 50”. 
4. Exhibitors are limited to two educational exhibits on different  
 topics.

 Mark “Y” and exhibitors age on entry cards. Exhibitors must be less 
 than 19 years of age. Youth use same “Horticulture Schedule” 
 numbers and letters as listed above. 
 
Division III.  Seedlings 
 

 Any  type  of  un-introduced  iris.  Seedlings  must  be  
 entered  with no grooming and under seedling number   
 or  registered  name  and  must  be made  in  the name  
 of the owner or originator of the clone.  
 



    
Division IV.  Design  
 

    Section 1.  Adult  
 Group 1. Welcome Sunshine - “A creative design using light colored 
            iris and white. All fresh plant material.” 
 Group 2.   Springtime Magic - “An abstract design. An arrangement using 
           any colored iris with wood, dried, or fresh materials.”  
 Group 3.   Flight into Spring - “A line design arrangement. ” 
 Group 4.   Springtime Bounty - “Designer’s Choice” 
 Group 5.   An Easter Surprise - “Designer’s Choice”   

  Accessories may be used in all classes. Designer must include a 
  3 x 5 card interpreting each theme. 
 

    Section 2. Youth  
    Mark “Y” and exhibitors age on entry cards. Exhibitors must be less 
 than 19 years of age. Youth Design may use the groups 1 - 5 listed 
 above in Section 1. 
    
Division V.  Educational Exhibits 
 

 Section 1.  Adult  
 Exhibits must be related to iris, iris culture or iris hybridizing. They 
 must not exceed 38” x 50”. 
    

 Section 2. Youth  
 Exhibits must be related to iris, iris culture or iris hybridizing. Mark 
 “Y” and exhibitors age on entry cards. Exhibitors must be less than 19 
 years of age.  
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1. The official awards of the American Iris Society (AIS) are presented by complying with 
the general rules for shows given according to the AIS rules. Only one blue first place, 
one red second place, and one white third place ribbon may be awarded each cultivar, 
but as many pink honorable-mention ribbons may be awarded as exhibit quality merits. 

2. A single entry in a section must not be barred from consideration for awards simply because they are 
the only one.  Awards may be withheld if entries are not deemed worthy. The decision of the judges is 
final. 

3. The Best Specimen of Show (Queen of Show) - AIS Rosette, certificate and a $65 Iris Colorado Gift 
Certificate will be awarded to the one (1) best specimen of the show in the Horticulture Division. Ex-
cluded from this award are Seedlings, Bulbous, English Boxes, and Collections. 

4. The Horticulture Sweepstakes AIS Rosette, Silver Medal, Certificate and and a $65 Iris Colorado 
Gift Certificate will be awarded to the exhibitor winning the most blue ribbons in the Horticulture Di-
vision Schedule. Ties will be resolved by counting the red ribbons, followed by the white ribbons, and 
pink ribbons, if necessary. 

5. The AIS Bronze Medal, Certificate and an Iris Colorado Gift Certificate for 2009 TB Point Counter-
point will be awarded to the exhibitor winning the second largest number of blue ribbons in the Horti-
culture. Ties will be resolved in the same manner as for the Sweepstakes. 

6.  The Permian Basin Iris Society President's Certificate, AIS Special Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift 
 Certificate for two 2009 SDBs will be awarded to the Runner-Up to the Best Specimen. 

7. An American Iris Society Special Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift Certificate for 2009 TB Pale Fire 
will be awarded to a Permian Basin Iris Society member for the best single entry in the Horticulture 
Schedule from the best Dykes Medal Winner.  

8. The “Rex” Permian Basin Iris Society Certificate, AIS Special Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift Cer-
tificate for 2009 TB Pale Fire will be awarded to the best plicata iris specimen entered in the show in 
honor of Rex Partridge.   

9. American Iris Society Section Rosette Ribbons will be awarded to the best specimen in each Horticul-
ture Section in Division I if not receiving a higher award. 

10.  The American Iris Society Best Specimen Youth Rosette, Certificate, an Iris Colorado Gift Certifi-
 cate for 2009 TB Exhibitionist will be awarded to the best specimen selected from the Youth Division, 
 Horticulture Schedule, Division II, Sections A.- G. If this specimen should win the overall Best Speci-
 men of the Show, the runner-up in the Youth Section will receive this award. 

11.  The AIS Youth Silver Medal, AIS Special Rosette, Certificate, and an Iris Colorado Gift Certificate 
 for 2009 TB Pale Fire will be awarded to the youth exhibitor winning the largest number of blue rib-
 bons in Horticulture. Ties will be resolved in the same manner as for the Sweepstakes. 

12.  The AIS Youth Bronze Medal, AIS Special Rosette, Certificate and an 
 Iris Colorado Gift Certificate for two 2009 SDBs will be awarded to the 
 youth exhibitor winning the second largest number of blue ribbons in 
 Horticulture. Ties will be resolved in the same manner as for the Sweep-
 stakes.  

13.  The AIS Purple Rosette Ribbon "Best Seedling" may be awarded to 
 the best entry in Horticulture Division II (Seedlings) if judges deem it 
 worthy. If awarded, the Best Seedling will receive the AIS Exhibition 
 Certificate. Any seedling receiving five or more votes from visiting AIS 
 judges will also receive the Exhibition Certificate. The Show Exhibition 
 Certificate is no longer an invitation for introduction. First place ribbons 
 may be awarded to other deserving seedlings. These ribbons are not to be 
 counted for the Silver or Bronze medal tally.   
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1. The  official awards  of  the American Iris Society (AIS)  are presented by     
       complying  with  the general  rules  for shows given according  to the AIS    
       rules.  Only one blue first place, one red second place, and one white third   
       place ribbon may be awarded in each section, but as many pink honorable  
       mention ribbons may be awarded as design quality merits.

4.  The Design Sweepstakes AIS Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift Certificate for two 2009 SDBs 

 will be awarded to  the exhibitor winning the most blue ribbons the Design Schedule. Ties will 
 be resolved in the same manner as the Horticulture Sweepstakes. 

5.  The Permian Basin Iris Society Certificate, AIS Best Youth Design Rosette and an Iris Colo-
 rado Gift Certificate for 2009 TB Point Counterpoint will be awarded to the Best Artistic Design 
 in the Youth Division. If this entry should win the overall Best Design of the Show, the runner-
 up in the Youth Section will receive this award. 

6. The Youth Design Sweepstakes AIS Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift Certificate for two 2009 
 SDBs will be awarded to the youth exhibitor winning the most blue ribbons in the Youth Design 
 Division. Ties will be resolved in the same manner as the Horticulture Sweepstakes. 
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1. The official awards of the American Iris Society (AIS) are presented by complying 
with the general rules for shows given according to the AIS rules. Awards may be 
withheld if entries are not deemed worthy. The decision of the judges is final. 

2. The Elmer Williams Memorial Trophy and AIS Special Rosette and an Iris Colorado Gift Cer-
tificate for 2009 TB Point Counterpoint will be awarded to the best Educational Exhibit in the 
show.
