All entries must be correctly identified, lakeland properly en-
tered under AIS entry cards.

Judges who exhibit may not judge any divisiomwmch they or a
family member exhibit.

Only the Judges, Show Clerks, Show Chairper3ona(sl Presi-
dent of WTIS will be allowed in the show area dgrindging of
entries.

Exhibits must be removed by 5:00 P.M. on the afaye show.

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Horticulture Rules

This is a varietal show staged alphabetically in each section, and each
variety is a class. Exhibitors are limited to one entry in Section H.
(English Boxes) and one entry per group in Section I, (Collections). An
exhibitor may enter only one specimen per variety, but may enter as
many varieties as wanted in Division | (Sections A.-G.).

Judging will be according to rules and standards of the AlS.

All Horticulture Exhibits must have been grown, groomed, and entered
in person by the exhibitor whose name appears on the entry tag.

All registered and introduced varieties must be correctly named. The En-
try Committee is not responsible for naming the iris. If an iris is unidenti-
fied, it may be FOR DISPLAY ONLY.

All horticulture entries, except English Boxes, will be placed by the
Placement Committee.

Seedlings must be identified by the hybridizer’'s name and the seedling
name and/or number, if it has been registered but not introduced.

Containers for Horticulture entries will be furnished by WTIS.

English Box: Six different named varieties, correctly labeled will be
used. Irises exhibited will be of one type iris (i.e. all Tall Bearded, all
Louisiana, all Dutch, etc.) One box per person and it must be reserved
by April 1, 2009.

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Design Rules

Designs may be made by any amateur arranger,
and need not be members of AIS or WTIS.

An exhibitor may make only one entry per class,
but may enter as many classes as desired.

Designs must be made and placed In each class by the exhibi-
tor. Plant material need not have been grown by the exhibitor.
No florist flowers allowed.

All exhibits competing for AIS awards must have Iris as
the main plant material.

Other fresh cut plant material and/or dried material may be used
in any combination. Dry material may be treated.

No artificial plant material or embellishment of fresh plant
material is permitted.

Accessories, bases and special staging permitted in all classes.
Designs should not exceed 24 inches in width.

Nationally accredited Flower Show Judges will judge the
show. The decisions of the judges will be final.
